Next to
me they are trying bottom fishing and fishing “lippa”
for grayling. Soon I'll get a nibble! I wait tensely to
see if a grayling is brought up to accompany the trout
and salmon. After processing the fish it's time to
witness the taste of the grayling and so we leave for
the Lappish hut to enjoy coffee and sandwiches as
well as to fry and taste the catch. Now I know where
Harriniva got its name...

SALMON FISHING ON RIVER MUONIO

I've come to know the fishing waters at my summer
cottage over the years, but I am completely new to
fishing for the king of fish, salmon. Salmons swim
from the sea up to the Muonionjoki River which is
the peaceful boundary river between Finland and
Sweden. Today it is considered to be one of the best
salmon rivers in Finland. Not only salmon, but also
grayling and trout belong to the stock of fish of this
lovely river. Permits in order, life vest on and off I go.
In the quiet waters of Pahtonen the guide goes
through the proceedings and the instructions for the
following hours. I sit in the narrow river boat and we
chug upstream, where we start actually fishing for
salmon. In the third hour things begin to

happen. The rod bends and the reel screams for its
life! Carefully dragging and in turns reeling in I tire
the fish. "Must be a big fellow, fighting like

that. Enjoy yourself, but be sharp!" the guide advises
me. Fortunately I finally get the salmon alongside the
boat and the guide hooks it
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like lightening into the boat. On the shore we
measure and admire the giant's size. I am definitely
not telling you what it is; I don't want to be accused
of telling fishing tales!
